The emergence of Jainism and Buddhism was a social reaction against the rigid Vedic
system. During this period, the priestly class insisted on elaborate yagnas and rituals that
required massive financial resources, which the common people could not afford.
Additionally, the caste-based social stratification and the prevalence of blind beliefs created
dissatisfaction among the masses. These new religions preached simplicity, non-violence
(Ahimsa), and equality, rejecting the complex rituals of the established order. They used
common people's languages like Prakrit and Pali, making them more accessible and
appealing than the Sanskrit-based Vedic traditions. Thus, these religions provided a much-
